CMS for Windows 95 Setup





Win95 SERVER UNIT (single-user systems will also do part of the “remote” setup)





Edit “AUTOEXEC.BAT”  (for single-user and networked systems)


	Subst F:  C:\APPS\PROG


	Subst L:  C:\CLUBDATA  (or whatever directory name the data will be in)





Click “MY COMPUTER” (network-users only)


	Share the following:


		The whole C: drive - share as ALLC


		\APPS\PROG folder, share as PROG


		\CLUBDATA folder, share as DATA


	Close MY COMPUTER completely





Click START - SETTINGS - PRINTERS  (network-users only)


	Click on the Printer to be shared


	Click FILE, then SHARING


		Click SHARED AS


		Type NETWORK NAME of printer 


		Click APPLY


		Click OK


	Close PRINTERS completely





NOTE: Before performing the next two steps, determine whether the user’s work area is on the SERVER or on the REMOTE machine. If it’s on the REMOTE machine, perform the procedure on the REMOTE machine INSTEAD OF the server.


Right Click START - EXPLORE (for single-user and networked systems)


	In ALL FOLDERS column, click on the MAIN hard disk drive (probably C:\) 


	Click FILE - NEW - FOLDER


	Type name of user (US1, US2, US3, etc.) and press ENTER


Into the folder (sake as directory) you just created, COPY the following 3 files: (copies of these are in the US1 directory. Copy in Windows is performed by tagging the file, click EDIT, then COPY. Then PASTE the files into the desired folder (i.e. directory):

Create a batch file in the \APPS\COM directory (see above) called CLUBDATA.BAT that reads as follows: (Use Windows Notepad or any pure ASCII text editor to create this file. Note: The clubdata.bat file on Club Data’s main server contains all the needed code. Find it in the \W95 directory.)


		SET NET=YES    (NOTE: single users don’t need the NET=YES line)


		SET WIN=YES


		REM  (SET YOUR SPECIFIC PATH HERE)


		\WINDOWS\COMMAND.COM  /K  C:\APPS\COM\START.BAT


	OR… if you want to use the DMENU structure instead, make the STARTUP.BAT file as follows:


		SET D=D:    (or whatever drive letter the main server’s hard disk will be to the remote unit)


		SET NET=YES    (NOTE: single users don’t need the NET=YES line)


		SET WIN=YES


		\WINDOWS\COMMAND.COM  /K  %D%\APPS\COM\DMENU


	Note: the \APPS\COM\DMENU.BAT file needs to include the correct pathing for Windows!

Create network USEs (for networked users only)


	Click NETWORK


	Click on the SERVER computer


	Click on ALLC


		Click FILE - MAP NETWORK DRIVE


			Select the drive (D: or E) to map as


			Click RECONNECT AT LOGON to check the box


			After it logs on, CLOSE the newly mapped drive


	Click on PROG


		Click FILE - MAP NETWORK DRIVE


			Select the drive as drive F:


			Click RECONNECT AT LOGON to check the box


			Close the newly mapped drive


	Click on DATA


		Click FILE - MAP NETWORK DRIVE


			Select the drive as drive L:


			Click RECONNECT AT LOGON to check the box


			Close the newly mapped drive


Note: If using a LOCAL printer, you may skip this step. If you will be using the network printer, do this step:


	Click on the PRINTER (shared by the server unit)


		Click FILE - CAPTURE PRINTER PORT to check this feature


		Select the port to capture (LPT1 probably)


		Click RECONNECT AT STARTUP to check the box


		Close the newly mapped printer





	Close the network setup.


	


Create an ICON (for single-user and networked users)


	Right click anywhere on desktop


	Click NEW - SHORTCUT


		Click BROWSE


			Click LOOK-IN box (to select the drive resources)


Select the ALLC on (computer name) from the list (NOTE: If the USx folder was created on the main server unit, then look on the server’s hard disk. If the USx folder was created on the local hard disk drive C:, then look only on the local machine.)


			Click on the USx folder (or whatever US# folder you created)


			Click on CLUBDATA.BAT


			Click NEXT


			Type the name for the shortcut: US2 or US3, Clubdata, etc.


			Click NEXT


			Select an icon from those displayed.


			Click FINISH


	Right Click on the shortcut you just created


		Click PROPERTIES


	 		Check the NAME (change it as needed)


			Working directory: C:\US2  (user specific)   (NOTE: Replace the C: with wherever the


				\US2 directory was created. C: would be the user’s local hard drive, D: would


				likely be the server’s hard drive if the user’s work area is intended to be on the server


				instead of on the local computer.)


			Click CLOSE ON EXIT to check the box


			Click APPLY


		Click SCREEN


			Click FULL SCREEN to check the box


			Click APPLY


		Click MISC


			Click ALLOW SCREEN SAVER to un-check the box


			Click APPLY


		Click OK





Now when you click on the ClubData  icon, it all ought to work.
