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Creating Program Groups and Program Icons in Windows


This information applies to Windows 3.1, Windows 3.11 and Windows for Workgroups 3.11





Creating a new Program Group


You must be at the PROGRAM MANAGER to create a program group.


Click FILE, then NEW, then PROGRAM GROUP.


In the top box, type a name for the new group. You can leave the lower box empty.


Click OK to create the group.





Creating a new Program Item


You must be at the PROGRAM MANAGER to create a program item.


Double-click on the group into which you want to put the program item.


Click FILE, then NEW, then PROGRAM ITEM.


In the top box, type the name of the program item.


In the command line box, type the name of the program file for the application you want. This is normally a file which ends in .EXE or .COM and you can find it by clicking on the BROWSE button, then navigating around your hard disk until you get to the directory folder where the program resides, then looking for the .EXE or .COM file. (For My Labels, the file name is MYLABEL.EXE)


In the working directory box, type the name of the directory folder where the file is located. You must include the disk drive letter and backslashes for proper path identification. (For My Labels, the directory folder name is C:\MYLABEL).


You can leave the rest blank, and just click on the OK button. The Program Manager will fill in the rest for you automatically as it creates the program item.


Shortly, you’ll see the program item appear in the designated program group. If you don’t see it, it’s likely that it’s below the viewing window and you’ll have to use the scrollbars to find it.
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
