Uploading ScanPal data to the \TNS directory





Connecting the ScanPal to the Computer…


Connect the cable to a serial port on the computer. The cable has a white band on it with the number 51236. It may also have a 9-25 adapter on it to connect to a 25-pin serial port on the computer. If you’re using a 9-pin serial port on the computer, simply unscrew the 9-25 pin adapter and use the 9-pin end of the cable.


Plug the power supply into a grounded outlet.


Plug the other end (white band marked 51061) into the ScanPal scanner port. (Note: if you will always upload to the system using the same computer, you can leave all these cables plugged in – except the power supply – so you’ll be ready next time.)


Using the ScanPal Software…


Get to the DOS prompt at the D:\TNS directory.


Type SCANPAL (in upper or lower case, it doesn’t matter)


Check option 1 (Setup Parameters); make sure settings are for the proper COM port and that SAVE DATA TO FILE is YES. Press F-10 to save any changes and exit back to the ScanPal menu. 


Select option 2 (Upload Data - automatic); type the name of the file to create. Suggested: type SCAN1 for the file name. Leave the .DAT on the screen – you can’t change it anyway. As soon as you press the ENTER key, the file will automatically transfer to your hard disk with the file name SCAN1.DAT. The ScanPal will beep when it’s done. It will be quick -- you'll see numbers fly up the left side of the screen as the upload happens.


When you get back to the menu, CLEAR the ScanPal memory. If your ScanPal's memory filled up before you had finished scanning all the items in the pro shop, then leave the ScanPal menu on the screen, return to the floor and continue scanning. When you are finished, upload another file by using step 7 again, but instead of using the name SCAN1, use SCAN2, SCAN3, SCAN4, etc. (up to SCAN10) each subsequent time you have to upload scanned data to the computer, until all your inventory has been scanned and uploaded. (Note: Use the handy checklist at the bottom of this screen to name your upload files so they are unique and don't overwrite one another accidentally.)


Select option 5 to Quit the ScanPal program after all inventory has been uploaded to the computer.


You should be back at the DOS prompt. Now you can use the physical inventory collection program from Touch Industries -- see Club Data's instructions concerning use of this program before continuing.
