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How to use DOS EDIT to Modify the PS----- File





Get to a DOS prompt (type Q at your Master Program Menu)


With the diskette having the questionable PS---- file in drive A: type the following:


			DIR  A:     <enter>  to list the files on the disk; locate the exact name of the file


3.    Now type the following to start the editor and load the file:     EDIT   A:PS-------


			(you fill in the correct PS file name….)    In a moment or two, the screen should appear


			and you ought to see the file. 





Page down through the file to find the offending chit. The last line in the chit has the words “PAID BY” in it. Now move the cursor to the FIRST LINE of that chit (the first line is the line immediately after the previous chit’s “paid by” line!)


Hold the SHIFT KEY down and press the DOWN arrow key. As you go downward, the lines are highlighted in white to show which lines have been “selected” to edit. Continue “selecting” lines until the last “PAID BY” line of that chit has been highlighted. DO NOT HIGHLIGHT THE FIRST LINE OF THE NEXT CHIT!


Now press the DELETE key on the keyboard. The highlighted lines will be deleted.


Now save the file: Hold the ALT key down and press F.  Then press X to “exit.” The program will ask you if you want to save the changes: answer Y for “YES”. After saving the changes, you’ll exit back to the DOS prompt.


Restart Club Data and reload the data file.


Make sure you manually key the chit you deleted from the file!!!
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
